The team have recently signed potential Olympian, Rourke Croeser from South Africa – he is the most exciting prospect in his country.
Orange Monkey also has a dedicated support team including Manager, Mechanic and Soigneur.
Goals
After successfully building a team capable of competing with the best riders in the UK the team will now begin to focus on the world stage starting with the European World Cup races in 2011.  In 2011 the team will affiliate to the UCI (Union Cycliste Internationale), world governing body of cycling, making them the only UCI registered Cross-Country cycling team in Britain.
As well as focusing on the 2011 World Cup programme the team aim to pick up a National Champions jersey and send a rider to the 2012 Olympic Games in London.

World Development Plan
After the success of the YDS (Youth Development Scheme) the team now introduces the WDP (World Development Plan).  Our two young riders will continue to be guided by the team on this plan with the aim of propelling them to World and Olympic glory.
The two riders are already within the top 3 in their respective categories and we will now look to add International experience to their ever growing Palmarès (cycling CV).
